Planning consent DC053832 was granted on 21st January 2015 for the 
construction of 145 dwellings (Phase 1) and associated infrastructure, landscaping 
and highway works at the former BAE site, Chester Road, Woodford, by 
Harrow Estates PLC and Redrow Homes Ltd.



The consent is subject to a S106 Agreement which provides a commuted sum 
payment to enable the Council to deliver a package of mitigation work on local 
roads that could be affected by development traffic.
An ‘in principle’ scheme formed part of the planning application which gave 
an indication of likely and appropriate measures. This has now been further developed by the Council and the proposals can be seen on the attached drawings, 5087/F/001, 5087/F/002 and 5087/F/003.

The proposals include the following:

Hall Moss Lane (between Chester Road and A555 Bridge)/Moor Lane

· 30mph speed limit to remain;
· The construction of a number of pairs of speed cushions;

· The construction of junction speed tables at the junctions of Hall Moss Lane/Blossoms Lane, Hall Moss Lane/Church Lane and Moor Lane/Jenny Lane;
· 30mph roundel road markings.

Jenny Lane

· 30mph speed limit to remain;

· The construction of a number of pairs of speed cushions;

· 30mph roundel road markings.

Church Lane/Blossoms Lane

· Amend the speed limit to an experimental 20mph limit (to ascertain if the measures proposed provide a drop in vehicle speeds over a period of 18 months. If deemed successful the order will be made permanent) , including 20mph terminal and repeater signs;
· Construct two road chicane features on Church Lane acting as horizontal traffic calming features;
· Provide ‘Quiet Lane’ gateway signs;

· Erect additional triangular warning signs, including pedestrians in the road ahead, accompanied horse riding and bend in the road ahead signs with supplementary 10mph advisory speed limit. 


Your local Ward Councillor has in principle supported these proposals and has asked Highway Design and Construction to consult with residents of the area to ascertain their comments regarding the proposals.
I would be grateful if you could spend a few minutes to consider our plans and provide any comments you may wish to make in the space provided overleaf.
